Directions to Hawk Ridge

From Berkeley, take CA 13-S toward Hayward.
Take the Redwood Rd exit toward Carson St.
Turn left at Redwood Rd.
Continue past Skyline into Anthony Chabot regional park.
Go about 6 miles to Marciel Road.
Turn Right on Marciel and go through the gate. Follow for about 1.7 Miles.  On your right you will see a gate and signs to the group sites.  The road is unnamed.
Turn right onto Unnamed road to campsites.  You will have to open the gate, which should be faux-locked.
Go through gate and follow the road down the hill to Hawk Ridge.  The campsite is at the very bottom of the hill at the end of the road.

Getting to Hawk Ridge has proved difficult for some parents, especially at night.  I have created a google map to show you how to get there from the intersection of Marciel Rd and Redwood Rd.  To use the map follow these instructions:

Go to http://tinyurl.com/chabothawkridge
Save this map to “My Maps”

Once the map is saved, while on that map search for directions from your home to “Redwood Rd. and Marciel Rd.”  The map should now include directions from your home to the Marciel gate, and then on to Hawk Ridge.  If you don’t have a google account, the map will show you how to get from the Marciel gate to Hawk Ridge and you can search for directions to the Marciel Gate in a separate window.
